HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 41-year-old female, with chief complaint of stroke.  The patient tells me on July 15, 2023, the patient had difficulty speaking.  The patient is snoring.  She said she felt like there was an earthquake.  She was hospitalized.  The patient was hospitalized at Valley Care Medical Center.  The patient was found to have a stroke on the left frontal cortical stroke.  The patient had right-sided problem.  The patient was hospitalized for two days.  She had comprehensive workup in the hospital.  The patient since then had her symptoms recovered.  She denies any current symptoms right now.  She denies any neurological deficits right now.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY

Stroke on July 15, 2023.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS

1. Aspirin 81 mg q. day.
2. Doxycycline.
ALLERGIES
No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY
The patient is married with three children.  The patient is a server.  The patient does not smoke.  The patient does not drink alcohol.  The patient does not use illicit drugs.
FAMILY HISTORY
There is no family history of similar medical condition.
DIAGNOSTIC TESTS

A brain MRI was done at ValleyCare Medical Center, dated July 16, 2023.  It shows acute small left frontal cortical infarct.  The CT angiogram was negative.  There are no significant intracranial abnormalities on the CT angiogram.
IMPRESSION

1. Left frontal cortical stroke, on July 15, 2023.  The patient currently does not have any more neurological deficits.

2. The patient also had extensive workup at ValleyCare Medical Center already
RECOMMENDATION

3. Explained to the patient of the above diagnoses.
4. I will recommend the patient continue to take enteric coated aspirin 81 mg per day.  The patient tells me that she already had blood test including cholesterol they were negative test and they were normal range.
5. Also explained the patient common signs and symptoms of an acute stroke, which included hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria and dysphagia.
6. Explained to the patient go to nearest emergency room if she had any of these signs and symptoms.

7. We will recommend the patient followup on November 6, 2023.
