I had the pleasure to see Sharon today for initial evaluation for vertigo.
CHIEF COMPLAINT

Vertigo.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 69-year-old female, with chief complaint of vertigo.  The patient tells me that vertigo was in 2019.  She has been seeing Dr. Timothy Stock, who is an ear, nose and throat doctor.  The patient had Epley maneuver procedure in 2019.  The vertigo went away.  It returned in 2020 and she had Epley maneuvers again, and vertigo went away.  The patient tells me that her last episode was in August 2023.  She described it as room spinning sensation.  There is no diplopia, dysarthria and dysphagia.  There is no hemiparesis.  There is no hemibody sensory changes.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY

Vertigo.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS

1. Septra.
2. Loratadine.
3. Acetaminophen.

4. Calcium.
5. Fosamax.
ALLERGIES
The patient is allergic to AMOXICILLIN, AUGMENTIN, SULFA DRUGS, and CODEINE.
SOCIAL HISTORY
The patient is married.  The patient has two adult children.  The patient is a marketing consultant.  The patient does not smoke.  The patient does drink alcohol.  The patient does not use illicit drugs.
FAMILY HISTORY
Father was grossly obese and heavy smoker.  He had stroke and heart disease.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS
The patient had slight depression.  The patient also had vertigo symptoms.
DIAGNOSTIC TESTS
A brain MRI was done, dated September 26, 2023.  She has no evidence of cerebellopontine angle mass.  It showed periventricular white matter disease.
IMPRESSION

1. Vertigo.  The patient has recurrent vertigo.  Dr. Timothy Scott, who is ear, nose and throat doctor has been performing Epley maneuvers for her in 2019 and 2020.  It was very effective.  Vertigo went away.  The current MRI shows excess periventricular white matter disease.  Explained to the patient that these are very common finding people for age.  They are not cause of the vertigo.  They are not related to your symptoms.
RECOMMENDATION:

1. Explained the patient of the above diagnoses and test results.
2. Explained the patient let me know immediately if she has any neurological symptoms, such as hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria, and dysphagia.
