CHIEF COMPLAINT
Stroke.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 64-year-old female, with chief complaint of stroke.  Majority of the history is provided by the daughter.  According to them, the patient had a stroke in May 2022.  The patient had right facial droop. The patient has right hemiparesis.  The patient was evaluated with a brain MRI.  The patient was found to have left basal ganglia stroke.  The patient also has CT angiogram, which shows nonocclusive thrombus in the M1 segment of the left MCI.
The patient continued to have mild right hemiparesis, which has improved a lot.  Currently, she denies any diplopia or dysarthria.  The patient has been taking aspirin without any side effects.

SOCIAL HISTORY
The patient is widow.  The patient does not smoke.  The patient does not drink alcohol.  The patient does not use illicit drugs.
FAMILY HISTORY
There is no family history of similar medical condition.
DIAGNOSTIC TESTS

Brain MRI was done on May 18, 2023.  It shows subacute left basal ganglia stroke.  CT angiogram of the head and neck, nonocclusive thrombus in the M1 segment of the left MCA.

IMPRESSION

1. Stroke, left basal ganglia.  The patient had acute stroke found on the brain MI.

2. Diabetes.

3. Right hemiparesis.  The patient has almost completely recovered from that.

RECOMMENDATION:

1. Explained the patient and daughter of the above diagnoses.
2. I will recommend the patient continue to take aspirin 81 mg today.

3. Crestor 40 mg a day.

4. Diabetes treatment for primary care doctor.

5. High blood pressure medication for primary care doctor.  The blood pressure range should be in the normal range.

6. Explained the patient common signs and symptoms for acute stroke, which included hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria and dysphagia.

7. Explained the patient go to nearest emergency room if the patient has any signs and symptoms of stroke.
