When I approached the patient to speak to her, the patient became very aggressive and started hitting me where the staff had to come in to get her to stop. I was told to be careful approaching her and she may not respond, but I was never told that she is most likely going to be aggressive and violent. The staff tell me that she acts like that any time there is a new person in the room with her, but nevertheless she does not speak. She stares as I said into oblivion and has had worsening symptoms and condition in the past few weeks.

She suffers from multiple medical issues including generalized anxiety disorder, hypertension, muscle weakness, weight loss, ADL dependence, and bowel and bladder incontinence. She has a KPS score of 40%. She definitely has less than six months to live and she has definitely gone through a huge demise and the worsening condition regarding her endstage Alzheimer's disease.
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
