Ms. Matlock is a 55-year-old woman admitted in hospice with endstage COPD. The patient has lost about 7 to 10 pounds in the last month. The patient has a history of nausea. She has had vomiting. The patient is in pain because of aches and pains. She is currently separated. She has a KPS score of 50%. She lives with family members. She does require help with ADL including ambulation, bathing and dressing. David Matlock is her primary caregiver who is her significant other. She is confused at times because of her shortness of breath. Other comorbidities include chronic pancreatitis which has caused severe weight loss as well, atrial fibrillation, history of neuropathy and kidney stones. Given the patient’s current findings along with evidence of protein-calorie malnutrition and endstage COPD, the patient is hospice appropriate. She is currently using both ProAir, Symbicort and oxygen as needed to help her with her breathing which is successful as it can be given her advanced COPD, most likely has less than six months to live and is hospice appropriate with again KPS score of 50%.
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
