This is a 73-year-old who was admitted to hospice with colon cancer with liver metastasis, anemia, severe weakness status post recurrent falls, chronic pain, ADL dependency, and now the patient has become bedbound. The patient currently lives with her daughter who is her primary caregiver. She has a KPS score of 50%. In the past few weeks, she has developed 4 x 3 x 3 cm stage I sacral ulcer, weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, severe weakness, ADL dependency and bowel and bladder incontinence. The patient has terrible decline in the past few weeks to the point that the patient and family have decided to place the patient on hospice. The patient definitely meets the hospice criteria in that she most likely has less than six months to live and has endstage diagnosis of colon cancer with associated comorbidities that was mentioned. She is expected to live less than six months and is very much hospice appropriate. The patient does require better pain management because she is not sleeping at this time and because of her severe pain and that will be addressed at this time as well.
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
