SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen today for followup. The patient has recently followed by vascular team because he has significant peripheral vascular disease documented on anterior Doppler so patient underwent angioplasty. He tolerated the procedure well and he was sent back. The patient has left leg angioplasty area on the left groin area. He has some redness and some ecchymosis in the upper inner thigh area and the left groin area. The patient denies any shortness of breath or cough. No congestion. He does have a chronic leg edema.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake. He is alert but forgetful and memory deficits.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 126/83, pulse 82, temperature 97.2, respiration 20, and pulse ox 98%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Left thigh inner area ecchymosis and left groin area ecchymosis noted. Both leg edema is chronic. No calf tenderness.

Neuro: He is awake. He is alert but forgetful.

LABS: WBC count 7.01, hemoglobin 9.5, hematocrit 29.7, and platelet count 170.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has been admitted with peripheral vascular disease status post left leg angiogram.

2. Hypothyroidism.

3. Ambulatory dysfunction.

4. History of Barrett's esophagus has been on PPI.

5. Hypothyroidism.

6. Hyperlipidemia.

PLAN: We will continue all his current medications. Monitor his labs especially CBC.
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
