2. AKI with CKD.

10. Hyperlipidemia.

PLAN: I reviewed all the medication and labs. We will continue all his current medication and monitor him closely and continue physical therapy as discussed. Recent lab WBC 7.5, hemoglobin 12.3, hematocrit 38, sodium 139, potassium 4.5, chloride 104, CO2 25, glucose 100, BUN 15, and creatinine 1.5 that is stable. The patient will be monitored.
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
