SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen today for followup. The patient has some swelling in the right leg. He had a surgical site especially the thigh area. He has some ecchymosis but no headache. No dizziness. No cough. No congestion. No fever. No chills. No nausea. No vomiting.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake. He is alert and oriented x3.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 120/70, pulse 75, temperature 97.5, respiration 20, and pulse ox 96%.

HEENT: Head – atraumatic and normocephalic. Eyes anicteric.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Right thigh ecchymosis noted and right leg splint with ACE wrap is in place.

Neuro: He is awake, alert, and oriented x3.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has been admitted status post right tibia fracture.

2. Right leg swelling due to recent surgery and trauma.

3. History of COPD.

4. Status post right tibia intramedullary nailing and tolerated the procedure well in the hospital.

5. Ambulatory dysfunction due to fracture.

PLAN: We will continue all his current medications. PT/OT following patient. He has a chronic smoking and he has been offered nicotine patch but he has been refusing. He has some dryness of the skin and the thigh I will apply. Discuss with nursing to apply Aquaphor external ointment to keep the skin moist and ecchymosis I have explained to the patient will fade off slowly. All other medications reviewed by me. I have reviewed the lab WBC 9.5, hemoglobin 8.7, hematocrit 29.7, platelet count 445, sodium 139, potassium 4.2, chloride 102, CO2 29, BUN 15, creatinine 0.8, and glucose 131. We will continue all the current medications.
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
