PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: She is awake but she has expressive aphagia and not communicative well but understand she asked the questions by nodding and raising her hand.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 120/60, pulse 80, temperature 97.5, respiration 20, and pulse ox 97%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Right leg below knee amputation and left leg trace edema. No calf tenderness.

Neuro: She is awake, forgetful, expressive aphagia, and memory deficit noted. She is not able to communicate properly and also had dysphagia and expressive aphagia.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has been admitted with CVA.

2. DVT left leg.

3. Pulmonary embolism.

4. Dysarthria and aphagia due to CVA.

5. Dysphagia status post PEG placement.

6. PVD status post right BKA.

7. Ambulatory dysfunction.

PLAN: I have reviewed all the medication and the lab. We will continue all the current medications. No other issues reported today.
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
