SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen today for followup in subacute rehab. The patient has been doing well. No headache. No dizziness. No nausea. No vomiting. No fever. The patient does have a memory deficit. I have seen the patient today with the social worker in place. The patient denies any other complaint and he wants his children to be next of kin and decision making for him, Terrell. The patient does have a memory deficit. He has a known history of previous CVA left temporal area, and ambulatory dysfunction. He was recently admitted because of encephalopathy, acute metabolic encephalopathy with known history of CVA in the past, new onset diabetes mellitus, and acute kidney injury with rhabdomyolysis. The patient has ambulatory dysfunction with multiple medical problems. He is getting physical therapy. He also has a known history of HIV disease. At present, he denies any headache, dizziness, or vomiting. No recent seizure. No cough. No congestion.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake. He is lying in the bed. He is alert but he does have memory deficits.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 120/60, pulse 80, temperature 97.5, respiration 20, and pulse ox 95%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: No edema.

Neuro: He is awake, forgetful, and disoriented. He has right-sided weakness from the previous CVA.

ASSESSMENT:

1. CVA.

2. Recent metabolic encephalopathy.

3. HIV disease.

4. History of seizure disorder.

5. Ambulatory dysfunction.

6. Diabetes mellitus.
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PLAN: I have reviewed all his medications. I have reviewed the lab. We will continue all the current medications. Followup lab and electrolyte. Care plan discussed with the patient and also discussed with the social worker. I have reviewed his lab. WBC count is 5.9, hemoglobin 13, hematocrit 38.4, potassium 4.5, sodium 138, chloride 104, CO2 26, BUN 20, creatinine 1.5, and glucose 53.
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
