SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen today for followup for subacute rehab recovery for Dr. Ahmed. The patient has been doing well. He denies any headache or dizziness but he is complaining of knee pain on ambulation but no shortness of breath. No chest pain. No cough. No congestion.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake. He is alert and cooperative.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 148/76, pulse 71, temperature 97.3, respiration 18, pulse ox 97%, and blood sugar is 185.

HEENT: Head – atraumatic and normocephalic. Eyes anicteric.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Not clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Bilateral knee, there is no significant swelling. No effusion noted. No swelling noted. No cough. No swelling. No calf tenderness.

Neuro: He is awake, alert, and oriented x3.

LABS: Reviewed. The patient also has the lab done PTH level of 224, phosphorus level 5.8, BUN 77, creatinine 5.79, calcium 8.6, and iron level 51.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient admitted to subacute rehab status post mechanical fall and resulting in maxillary and mandibular alveolar ridge fracture for deconditioning and continue of physical therapy.

2. AKI with CKD with metabolic acidosis.

3. Iron deficiency anemia.

4. Hypertension.

5. Alcohol abuse history.

6. Diabetes diet control.

7. History of depression.

8. The patient has a known CKD stage IV.

9. Hyperparathyroidism.

10. Diabetes mellitus.

11. Anemia of chronic disease and most likely secondary hyperparathyroidism.
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PLAN: The patient is being follow by nephrology at University of Maryland Midtown Campus they ar following the patient. I have reviewed all his medications and lab today that will be continued on all the routine medications. Diabetes is being monitored. Care plan discussed with the patient and the nursing staff.
