CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and also complaining of right shoulder pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that his right shoulder pain started few months ago and after that it resolved. He has recurrence of pain again especially laying down on the side. He is not able to do much of the activities of daily living due to pain. There is no radiation of pain to the hand. The patient does not remember any serious injuries.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied significant weight loss or weight gain, dizziness, headache, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, severe back pain, or loss of consciousness.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 20 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient is also on baby aspirin 81 mg once a day.

ALLERGIES: Mild rashes due to meloxicam that have mild rashes from carrot.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: The patient had left-sided hernia repair in 2020.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother has coronary artery bypass surgery and stent placement and grandmother has colon cancer.

PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed and discussed. The patient had colonoscopy in 2018.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and has two adult children. The patient is self employed and never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. The patient is fairly active.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or bruits.

Chest is symmetrical and there is no axillary lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
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Genital examination is unremarkable without any hernia.

EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable.

Rectal examination is performed and it is unremarkable.

Lower extremities: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
Musculoskeletal examination reveals tenderness of the right shoulder joint and range of movement is painful. Handgrips are bilaterally equal.

Skin examination is unremarkable.
