This is a letter on behalf of Mrs. Watkins for an upcoming posterior fusion L4-L5 October 24, 2023.  She is doing home peritoneal dialysis cycler.  There have been no problems of peritonitis or exit site infection.  No active features for cardiovascular or respiratory symptoms.  Diarrhea is improved on phosphorus binders.  No bleeding.  No recent falls but mobility is very restricted.  From the renal standpoint, there is no contraindication for upcoming surgery.  Always avoiding antiinflammatory agents.  This is an outpatient surgery so the dialysis can be done the same night of the procedure or the next day without any problems.
