Thomas is a 74-year-old gentleman with history of metabolic encephalopathy, dementia, coronary artery disease, AKI, hypertension, atrial fibrillation, pacemaker, colon cancer, anemia, and mild nutrition. The patient also suffers from diabetes, constipation, recent history of urinary tract infection with hypertension.

MEDICATIONS: At this time include Lantus 10 units, lactulose for constipation, cefdinir, Procardia, and Lokelma 5 mg once a day.

The patient is non-responsive. He is in bed. He has contractures of upper and lower extremities. He does not have a PEG tube and does not have a Foley catheter. He does have a diaper. He is total ADL dependent. He has bowel and bladder incontinence. The patient said with the staff at a group home it takes a long time but nevertheless there have been feeding and turning him on regular basis and keep him off from developing severe decubitus ulcers.

The patient’s KPS score of 30%. The patient is very hospice appropriate at this time and most likely has less than six months to live.
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
