He is an 86-year-old gentleman has one daughter who is from Houston. He does not smoke and does not drink. He lives with his wife who has been married for 20 years. He also suffers from hypertension. He is not oriented to place, person, or time. He just sits there and babbles. He has a history of right-sided weakness after he had a stroke couple of years ago. He is currently on hospice because of end-stage Alzheimer’s disease. He also suffers from hypertension, edema, chronic pain, abnormal gait, insomnia, and muscle weakness. In the past few weeks, he has lost more weight. He looks very thin. He has protein calorie malnutrition and expected to do poorly. The patient at that time agitated. He reports that he did not want his vitals taken.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Here, we have an 86-year-old gentleman with end-stage Alzheimer’s. Comorbidities include retention edema, chronic pain, weight loss, insomnia, muscle weakness, right-sided weakness, upper extremity greater than lower extremity secondary to stroke. Since last visit, the patient has lost weight. His appetite has been diminished, protein calorie malnutrition noted, ADL dependency, and bowel bladder incontinence noted. He is no longer able to communicate. He babbles. He is not oriented to person, place, or time.
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
