PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient has a multiple medical problem including hypertension, hyperlipidemia, coronary artery disease, previous CVA, hyperparathyroidism, monoclonal gammopathy, and focal seizure.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed by me.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

HEENT: No headache. No dizziness.

Pulmonary: No cough. No congestion.

Cardiac: No chest pain.

GI: No vomiting or diarrhea.

Musculoskeletal: Leg edema is improving.

Genitourinary: No hematuria.

Neuro: No syncope.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake. She is alert.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 137/88, pulse 90, temperature 98.0, respiration 18, and pulse ox 97%.

HEENT: Head – atraumatic and normocephalic. Eyes anicteric.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Both leg edema significantly improving compare to previous visit.

Neuro: She is awake, alert, and cooperative.

LABS: Recent lab sodium 130, potassium 4.5, chloride 109, CO2 15, BUN 28, creatinine 1.6, and calcium 9.3.
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ASSESSMENT:

1. Right lower extremity and right knee pain improving significantly better.

2. Ambulatory dysfunction.

3. Coronary artery disease.

4. Hyperparathyroidism.

5. Polyclonal gammopathy.

6. History of depression and anxiety.

7. History of COVID pneumonia with recovery.

8. Leg edema significantly improving.
