This is a consultation on Billy Bell.

Billy is an 81-year-old male who initially was seen on August 18th for anemia. The patient also had a diagnosis of colon cancer. The patient was referred to UT Southwest. He had a surgical resection on October 2nd and final diagnosis is right colon and appendix resection showing invasive moderately differentiated adenocarcinoma extending into subserosa metastatic adenocarcinoma present in 1/28 lymph nodes. Resection of the margin negative for carcinoma and there was one benign polyp was removed.

The patient is here today for evaluation. His recent CBC on 10/04 showed hemoglobin of 8.7, hematocrit 27.6, RDW 18.7, and MCV 78 everything suggestive of iron deficiency anemia.

Today, the patient complaints of weakness.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 10 inch tall, weighing 213 pounds, and blood pressure 143/69.
Eyes/ENT: Did show pallor.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft and recent surgical incision.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Adenocarcinoma of the colon with lymph node metastasis making it stage III disease.

2. Iron deficiency anemia.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and give him intravenous iron and 1 g INFeD after premedication with Benadryl. Also, chemotherapy was discussed for the stage III disease. Family is also willing and eager. We will start in four weeks either leucovorin and 5fu and oxaliplatin.
