HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 17-year-old male patient here today complaining of having nausea and vomiting. He has also had some chills. He also states his legs seemed to ache off and on since he has been vomiting. This has been going on for approximately one day. It started yesterday afternoon. No abdominal pain. No diarrhea. No trouble with urination.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: ADD.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tonsillectomy and bilateral ear tubes.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Remainder of review of systems negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/67. Pulse 64. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.3. Oxygenation 97%. Current weight 261 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area: Non-erythematous. Oral mucosa moist.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs. Positive S1 and positive S2.
ABDOMEN: Mildly obese, soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are present and within normal limits.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Nausea, vomiting, gastroenteritis mild. The patient will receive Zofran 4 mg one p.o. twice a day p.r.n. as needed #6 in quantity.
2. He is to monitor his symptoms, get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, and return to clinic if needed.
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
