PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is awake. He is alert. Memory deficit noted.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 150/80. Pulse 60. Temperature 98.8. Respirations 18. Pulse oximetry 99%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Decreased breath sounds at the bases. 

Heart: S1 and S2. Systolic murmur heard.

Abdomen: Soft. Nontender. Bowel sounds positive.

Extremities: Edema present.

Neuro: He is awake, alert sitting on the chair.

ASSESSMENT:
1. The patient has been admitted to the subacute rehab with deconditioning with multiple comorbid conditions. Recent CHF with acute exacerbation. New onset severe LV dysfunction.

2. Hypertension.

3. CKD.

4. Diabetes mellitus
