SUBJECTIVE:  The patient seen today as a followup at the nursing rehab. The patient has been doing fairly well. He denies any headache, dizziness, cough, and congestion. No nausea. No vomiting. The patient has been admitted here because of multiple medical problems. The patient has head trauma and traumatic brain injury. He fell down from the steps and had significant head injury. He was hospitalized in Shock Trauma Center. He suffered multiple injuries frontal bone fracture, bilateral orbital roof fractures, cerebellar edema, and intracranial hemorrhage. He underwent extraventricular drain placement and subsequently was removed. After stabilization, the patient’s PT and OT done and he was sent to subacute care at the Future Care Charles Village. Initially, he also has G-tube replacement that has been removed. He has been tolerating p.o diet well, but here at the rehab facility he is being monitored very closely and he does have memory deficit requiring close supervision. At present, he denies any headache, dizziness, cough, congestion, nausea or vomiting. No fever. No chills.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is awake. He is alert. Memory deficit noted.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 126/87. Pulse 77. Temperature 98.0. Respirations 18. Pulse oximetry 98%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft. Nontender. Bowel sounds positive.

Extremities: No edema.

Neuro: He is awake and alert and ambulatory.
LABS: Reviewed.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Bilateral frontotemporal brain contusion with subdural hematoma.

2. Subarachnoid hemorrhage with intraventricular bleed.

3. Status post craniectomy because of intracranial hemorrhage.

4. Gait disorder currently significant improvement.

5. History of PEG placement that is removed.
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PLAN OF CARE: I have reviewed all his medications. Lab reviewed. We will continue all his current medications and current care. The patient also has been evaluated by psychiatry because of his periodic delusion disorder and adjustment disorder with mixed anxiety and depressed mood. Otherwise, no other issue reported today. We will continue all his current care.
