PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. 

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft. Nontender. Bowel sounds positive.

Extremities: Right leg and right thigh significant swelling and tenderness, but dressing is in place. Swelling is improving slowly.

Neuro: He is awake and alert and oriented x 3.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Status post right leg compartment syndrome.

2. Status post right thigh fasciotomy with wash out of right fasciotomy site with partial closure of superior aspect.

3. Status post rhabdomyolysis.

4. History of substance abuse.

PLAN OF CARE: I have reviewed the medications. WBC 5.7, hemoglobin 9.3, hematocrit 30.5, platelet count 263, BUN 23, creatinine 0.7, glucose 82, and calcium 9.3. The patient is doing stable. We will continue all his current medications. We will continue physical therapy. Local care and local skin care and wound team to follow the patient.
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
