SUBJECTIVE:  The patient seen today for followup. She denies any headache, dizziness, nausea, vomiting, fever or chills. No cough. No congestion.

MEDICATIONS: Upon discharge 

1. Albuterol inhaler two puffs q.6h.

2. Aspirin 81 mg daily.

3. Lipitor 20 mg daily.

4. Local skin cream.

5. Bacitracin topical apply daily.

6. Ceftriaxone 2 g IV daily.

7. Daptomycin 700 mg IV daily to complete the course.

8. Vitamin D 50,000 units every seven days.

9. Ferrous sulfate 325 mg b.i.d.

10. Hydrocortisone 20 mg q.a.m.

11. Hydrocortisone 15 mg q.a.m and hydrocortisone 5 mg tablet q. nightly.

12. Levothyroxine 112 mcg daily.

13. Naloxone for drug overdose.
14. Oxycodone 5 mg q.4h p.r.n.

15. Protonix 40 mg daily.

16. Ipratropium Spiriva HandiHaler one capsule daily.

17. Albuterol inhaler as I mentioned is every six hours p.r.n.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x 3 and cooperative.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 139/80. Pulse 83. Temperature 97.8. Respirations 18. Pulse oximetry 97%.

HEENT Head normocephalic. Eyes anicteric.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft. Nontender. Bowel sounds positive.

Extremities: Right leg dressing is in place.

Neuro: She is awake, alert and oriented x3.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. The patient was hospitalized and she came back to the facility. She was hospitalized because she was sent out with significant drop in hemoglobin. The patient was evaluated in Union Memorial. She was noted to have severe anemia. The patient was admitted because of severe anemia. The patient required blood transfusion after stabilization. Initial hemoglobin was only 4.4. They gave her blood transfusion and after stabilization of hemoglobin and hematocrit, the patient was sent back here. The patient has known right lower tibia and fibula osteomyelitis. She also has been treated for pneumonia.

2. History of femoral artery stenosis with peripheral vascular disease being followed by vascular team.

3. Right lower tibia and fibula osteomyelitis. She has been on IV antibiotics for that.

PLAN OF CARE: The patient has chronic condition including substance abuse disorder, renal insufficiency and bipolar/schizophrenia her baseline diagnosis and at present she is maintained on steroid. We will verify the dosage of hydrocortisone because they have mentioned 20 mg and in the body of the discharge summary she has hydrocortisone 50 mg in the morning and 5 mg in the evening, we will clarify from them. In the meantime, we will continue all her current medications.
