SUBJECTIVE:  The patient seen today for followup in subacute rehab. The patient is lying on the bed. He denies any headache, dizziness, nausea, or vomiting. No fever. No chills. He is confused. He is very poor historian. He does not answer any questions properly.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is awake lying on the bed, forgetful and disoriented.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 123/73. Pulse 78. Temperature 97.5. Respirations 18. Pulse oximetry 98%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft. Nontender. Bowel sounds positive.

Extremities: No edema. No calf tenderness.

Neuro: The patient is awake, forgetful, and disoriented.

ASSESSMENT:
1. The patient is admitted to subacute rehab.

2. Osteomyelitis of the left foot on IV antibiotics as per recommendations from the hospital, status post surgery of the left foot.

3. Diabetes mellitus.

4. Schizophrenia

5. Status post previous right TMA in 2020.

6. Status post sepsis due to left foot osteomyelitis with gangrene was managed in the hospital for extensive infection and surgical debridement and required left first, second, third and fourth metatarsal amputation.

7. Left hallux flap excision of the left sesamoid.

8. Excisional wound debridement left foot into muscles status post partial excision of the left, first, second and third metatarsal left foot I&D and status post wound VAC placement.

9. History of coronary artery disease.

10. History of CHF.

11. History of paroxysmal atrial fibrillation.

12. History of anemia.
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PLAN OF CARE: The patient has periodic refusal to keep his wound VAC on. He keeps taking it off. He also has been pulling the IV line. Care plan discussed with nursing staff and also Infectious Disease has been called. In the meantime, we will continue local skin care and all the current medication.
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
