History: Ms. Darlene Shamy is a pleasant white female who has moved here from Colorado. I saw her for multiple problems today. She states she had history of scabies and she states when she is home she feels like there is something biting on her at different parts of the body. She states she feels the bites over her pubic area too. I made the patient lie down on the exam table, put on gloves, covered her parts and then looked at her pubic area. The patient has shaved her pubis and there is a very new hair growth, which could give a sensation of something biting. I do not see any lice or any bugs. I do see some redness of her pubis area. I advised the patient Diflucan 200 mg just one tablet and Lotrisone cream to be applied over the pubic area. I wish to do to a followup in two to four weeks. I told the patient we may need a gynecology consult if she does not get better or even a dermatology consult. I did not see any evidence of scabies. Scabies mostly happens on intertriginous areas of hands or feet and both of them look okay. I do not see any rash, but she states she feels like something is biting her. The third problem encountered is the patient brought her previous records from the doctor, which showed she had an abnormal mammogram and further testing was needed. I have given a request for mammogram. The mammogram is sitting at Bryan CHI St. Joseph Mammography Unit and they are waiting for the patient to contact her previous mammography center. We sent the original mammograms, so that they can be done and compared. I told the patient before on her previous visit not to send me the mammogram report because it will get lost and that she has to make arrangements for it to be sent directly to CHI Mammography Department. The patient understands that, she states she tried, but they have not gotten it yet, but she is going to try again. I told her I do need to see her every two to four weeks and be sure that her mammogram report arrives, so that they can do further testing and that I reinforced to her that we do not want to miss a breast cancer in this process and the patient understands that.
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
