History: Ms. Pinchback was seen today. Ms. Pinchback has:

1. Obesity.

2. Schizophrenia.

3. Hypertension.
Her med list reconciled. She states during this time with change of weather she gets wheezing and shortness of breath and wanted some samples. I gave her a sample of Breztri. She had very fine scattered wheezing today. She does not run fever. She is not obviously short of breath. Her pulse oximetry was 98% oxygen. So, Breztri sample was given for that. The patient also has hyperlipidemia and she wanted refill of her pravastatin that she takes 40 mg. The patient has been advised a screening colonoscopy. The patient had a Cologuard test on 03/14/23, that was negative. The patient’s lab results of 09/22/23 discussed. The patient’s electrolytes and kidney function were normal, but her AST was elevated to 49 which is abnormal liver function and I have advised an acute hepatitis panel. It could be because of her weight that it is there, but we want to be sure that she does not have any hepatitis A, B or C. The patient understands plan of treatment. She will be seen in the office in a month. I have discussed several issues including hyperlipidemia, weight loss, reactive airway disease and abnormal liver function tests. Serial exams needed.
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
