Thank you for this referral.

The patient is seen, records reviewed, followup being done for anemia.

SYMPTOMS: The patient does not communicate.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of intellectual disability and history of seizure disorder. The patient has been on Keppra.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is in wheelchair appears to be sleeping. He is a mouth breather.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck. JVP flat.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. He has a feeding tube.

Extremities: Muscle wasting.

LABS: His lab today showed TSH of 10.35, WBC 5.6, hemoglobin 12.9, platelet count 693, and RDW 15.7.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. Hypothyroidism.

2. Mild anemia, which seems to have improved.

3. Elevated RDW.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We should go ahead and continue thyroid supplement it might need some adjustment since RDW is high we should check for serum iron and ferritin that we could do for next visit. Follow up in three months.
