This is a history and physical examination on Shoshanna Cordes.

This 59-year-old African American female does not smoke and drinks rarely socially. She is allergic to lisinopril. The patient recently moved from San Diego California and wants to establish a oncologist since she has ovarian cancer.

SYMPTOMS: Distention of abdomen, swelling of the feet, and extreme weakness.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Her ovarian cancer was diagnosed in 2018, at the diagnosis it was stage IV. The patient had surgery in 2018 and 2020 to debulk the tumor. According to her it was granulosa cell tumor. After recurrence in October 2021, she was evaluated for ascites and subsequently she was offered systemic chemotherapy with carboplatin and Taxol she took it until May 2022. She did get sick and she did not want to continue anymore. The patient since had ascites drained few times, last one in Medical City Denton few months ago before that it was in emergency room at Louisville Medical Center. The patient also was found to be anemic so in September she was given 3 units of packed cells at Medical City Denton.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of hypertension and degenerative joint disease.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is 59-year-old.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 7 inch tall, weighing 230 pounds, and blood pressure 183/96. She stays normal it is not this high.
Eyes/ENT: Showed pallor.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Diminished air entry at the bases.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Markedly distended.

Extremities: Showed significant edema.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. Ascites and swelling of the feet.

2. Anemia.

3. History of ovarian cancer.

4. Possible recurrent disease with malignant ascites.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will draw CBC, CMP, CA 125, and iron. We will put her on Aldactone 25 mg three times daily. We will get the records from Medical City Denton and Kaiser Permanente from San Diego and then make further recommendations.
