




NEUROLOGY CONSULTATION

Dear Kelly Viscosi:
I had the pleasure of seeing Cheryl Colson King today in my office. I appreciate you involving me in her care. As you know, she is 50-year-old right-handed Caucasian woman who is having headaches since teenage year. Headache is daily frontal, back of the head, and left side mainly, and sometimes right side also. She got injection in the neck by pain management. It did not help. Headache is sharp, throbbing, with nausea, no vomiting, with photophobia, with phonophobia, and with dizziness. Excedrin helps. Sleep, no help. Imitrex, no help. She is having tremor especially in the morning. It last about half an hour during the last tremor in the morning. Head also shakes.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Asthma, osteochondritis, osteoarthritis, urinary urgency, tremor, GERD, ADHD, headache, asthma, and depression.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy, appendectomy, kidney stone, mastoid abscess, and tubal ligation.
ALLERGIES: BACITRACIN, CEPHALEXIN, CIPROFLOXACIN, HYDROCODONE, INFLUENZA VIRUS VACCINE, LEVOFLOXACIN, LISINOPRIL, MOXIFLOXACIN, NEOMYCIN, PENICILLIN, LIDOCAINE, AMITRIPTYLINE, ZOLMITRIPTAN, IMITREX, LEVAQUIN, LORTAB, and PRAMOXINE.
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MEDICATIONS: Albuterol, amlodipine, baclofen, budesonide, celecoxib, cholecalciferol, cyanocobalamine, epinephrine, loratadine, Mirabegron, montelukast, omeprazole, potassium citrate, pregabalin, sodium chloride, tramadol, vitamin, and Vortioxetine.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She does not smoke cigarettes. She does not drink alcohol. She is disabled. She is married, lives with the husband. She has two children.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother alive with tremor and headache. Father alive, healthy. One brother with headache.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: I personally reviewed the general, skin, metabolic, endocrine, EENT, pulmonary, cardiovascular, gastrointestinal, neurologic, psychiatric, and musculoskeletal system. I found out that she is having headache, vertigo, lightheadedness, confusion, memory loss, depression, anxiety, and back pain.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 130/95, heart rate 72, and respiratory rate 16. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. Heart: S1 and S2 regular in rate and rhythm. Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds present. Neck: Supple. There is no carotid bruit. There is no jaundice, cyanosis, or edema. Neurologic: The patient is alert, awake, and oriented x3. Speech: No aphasia. No dysarthria. Pupils are equally reacting to light and accommodation. Extraocular movements are intact. There is no facial asymmetry. Tongue is in the midline. Shoulder shrug normal. Hearing is decreased on the right side. Finger-to-nose, no dysmetria. There is no pronator drift. There is no rigidity. No tremor. Motor System Examination: Strength 5/5. Deep tendon reflexes 2/4. Plantar responses are flexor. Sensory System Examination: Revealed presence of pinprick and vibratory sensation in both hands and feet.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: A 50-year-old right-handed Caucasian woman whose history and examination is suggestive of following neurological problems:

1. Migraine.

2. Essential tremor.

3. Rule out epilepsy.

4. Chronic pain syndrome.

5. Depression.

6. Anxiety.

At this time, I would like to start primidone 50 mg p.o. daily. I would like to order the EEG. MRI of the brain and CT of the head already done. I would like to get the report. I would like to see her back in my office in one month.
