PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He has a history of high blood pressure.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Laceration to his lateral left thumb with partial closure, non-gapping.

PLAN: Advised to continue topical care. Recommended to use Neosporin Band-Aid to hold edges together for complete healing. He was also given tetanus toxoid. Advised to follow up with his primary doctor as needed.
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
