Rosemary Beautoin was seen in the office for followup of previous goiter and hyperfunctioning nodule.

On this visit, there were no major complaints.

The systems review is negative for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 118/70, weight 155 pounds, and BMI 25. Heart sounds were normal. Lungs were clear. Peripheral examination was otherwise grossly intact.

Recent TSH was 0.65, in the normal range.

IMPRESSION: Stable multinodular goiter with hyperfunctioning nodule and no evidence of thyroid dysfunction at this point.

Continued observation is advised. Followup visit in one year.
