CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of low back pain, right and left knee pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that low back pain started six days ago and pain level is 5 or 6, but there is no radiation of pain to the lower extremities.

At the same time the patient also developed pain in the right and left knee. The pain level is less than 5 and the patient has taken over-the-counter pain medication without much relief.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, dizziness, headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling or tremors.

OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Examination has normal heart sounds without any murmur.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Reveals tenderness of the soft tissues of the lumbar spine and lumbar forward flexion is painful at 45 degrees.

Right and left knee has no significant effusion, but weightbearing is painful. Passive range of movement is painful.
