CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of sore throat and left ear pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he started having sore throat for the past five to six days associated with left ear pain. There was no ear discharge. The patient’s wife was having mild fever without any cough or sputum production. The patient took over-the-counter medication without much relief.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies cough, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or skin rashes.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for diabetes and the patient is on metformin 500 mg once a day along with low-carb diet. All other medications are reviewed and reconciled.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination revealed mild dryness of the pharynx without any tonsillar enlargement. Left ear has mild inflammation without any perforation or discharge.

NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Examination has normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
