CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with chief complaint of dizziness, skin itching, and followup for cerebellar stroke.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that for the past few days he was feeling dizzy especially lying on the side. The patient has history of cerebellar stroke and he has been feeling better.

The patient also complained of itching of the skin that started three or four weeks ago. The patient had similar episode last year it was relieved after taking topical steroid.

The patient also stated that he is able to ambulate *_________* for the past 48 hours. The patient is also able to drive.

The last year the patient had stressful situation and was in incomplete sleep.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies excessive weight loss or weight gain, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or feels difficulty.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and he is on amlodipine 10 mg once a day, losartan 100 mg once a day and metoprolol 25 mg once a day along with low salt diet. The patient has a history of cerebellar stroke and he is on Plavix 75 mg once a day. The patient is going to be seen by neurologist.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with wife and currently stopped working. The patient does walk everyday and he has no history of smoking cigarettes, alcohol use or substance abuse.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable. Oropharyngeal examination is within normal limits.

NECK: Supple without any carotid bruit or lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGICAL: Neurological examination is intact and Romberg test is negative. The patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.

SKIN: Dryness of the skin especially upper extremities and there is no redness or open wounds.
