SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has severe cough for the past several days associated with low-grade fever and the patient was exposed to upper respiratory infection.

The patient recently came from India and she is up-to-date on her COVID vaccinations.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies ear discharge, swallowing difficulty, shortness of breath, chest pain, nausea, vomiting or diarrhea, skin rashes; however the patient feels weak.

OBJECTIVE:
Deferred since the patient had audio only televisit.

ASSESSMENT: Cough, persistent exposure to upper respiratory infections.

Plan is to get nasal swab test for PCR for respiratory virus and COVID-19 infection.

Start Mucinex DM 600 mg one tablet twice a day for five days and then as needed.

The patient is quarantined until the nasal swab test is available.

I had a long discussion with daughter who takes care of the patient and all their questions are answered to their satisfaction and they verbalized full understanding.
