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The patient tells me that she was in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 1995 in Germany.  The patient was in training exercise. The patient tells me that it was a very hot day.  The patient suddenly passed out.  She was in the wait room.  The patient tells me that she suddenly passed out and fell to the ground.  The patient was out of consciousness for a few minutes.  The ambulance came.  The patient woke up in the ambulance and then she passed out again in the ambulance.  She was admitted to the intensive care unit.

The patient tells me that in 2007, the patient was in Iraq.  There was a mortar attack in her camp.  The mortar attack hit the camp.  The shock wave caused her to fall down.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness as she hit the ground with head.  The patient woke up, after a few minutes.  The patient was confused and disoriented. The patient had ringing in the ears. The patient was not able to hear.  The patient was confused and disoriented.

Since the incidents, the patient has significant headaches on everyday basis.  The patient also has difficulty to focus.  The patient feels very anxious.  The patient is not able to concentrate.  The patient is not able to read well because she is not able to concentrate.

The patient is currently in active duty in Air Force.  The patient is the superintendent overseeing 600 people.  She tells me that her symptoms are affecting her do her job.  The patient has difficulty to do everyday tasks.  The patient is not able to keep up with the pace because of her headaches and difficulty concentrate and difficulty to focus.  The patient is also feeling very nervous at work.  The patient needs some extra time to process her task duties. 

MOCA examination score today is 26/30.  The patient missed one on serial 7s.  The patient missed 3 on delay recall.
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
