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The patient tells me that she was involved in a traumatic brain injury in 2019.  The patient was on the aircraft carrier USS Roosevelt.  It was during the flight up.  The patient was doing maintenance.  The floor was wet.  The patient slipped and hit the wall.  The patient hit the back of the head.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness and she fell to the ground.  The patient was out of consciousness for about three to five minutes.  The patient was taken to the medical bay.  The patient had severe headache, confused and disorientation from that.  The patient had poor memory of what happened the rest of the day.  In 2020, the patient tells me she had similar incidence where she fell on the wet floor again on the USS Roosevelt.  The patient tells me two or more incidents where she fell and hit the head and had loss of consciousness from the wet floor. The patient does not remember the exact dates.

Since the event, the patient has significant headache.  She would have headache almost every day.  The patient has difficulty to fall asleep.  The patient’s memory is poor.  The patient has sensitivity to light and sound.  The patient would forget a lot.  The patient has difficulty to focus and concentrate.

The patient is in active duty in the Navy.  The patient does lounge and recovery for aircraft.  The patient has significant difficulty to concentrate at work because of the headache.  It is affecting her performance at her work.  The light sensitivity and sound sensitivity are also affecting her work.  She is also deep sleep deprived a lot.

The patient also tells me that she has memory problems.  Her memory is poor since the incidents.

MOCA examination score is 25/30.  The patient missed one on language.  The patient missed three on delay recall.  The patient missed one on orientation.
