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The patient tells me that he was in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 2017 in the summer.  The patient was in Fort Polk, Louisiana.  The patient went into the command post and took off the helmet.  Suddenly, a camouflage net metal pole, fell down and hit the back of his head.  The patient has severe head pain at that time.  The patient tells me that it hit the top of the head and in the back of the head.  The patient tells me that he immediately had lightheadedness and dizziness.  The patient was disoriented.  The patient was seeing stars.  The patient did not lose consciousness.  The patient became confused for the rest of the day.  The patient was combative.

The patient apparently has chronic daily headaches.  The patient also has dizziness, tinnitus, hearing loss and has difficulty concentrating.  Severe memory loss.  He has memory problems.  The patient gets agitated and aggressive easily.  The patient feels depressed.  The patient gets neck pain.  He has difficulty sleeping. Trouble speaking.  The patient has blurred vision.  Unable to make decisions well.  The patient has been taking duloxetine, trazodone, and Topamax.

The patient is currently working for the State of California in Military Department. However, he tells me he has significant difficulty to do his job.  He states his memory is very poor.  The patient is basically forgetting a lot of task duties. His superiors will ask him to do something, he will completely forget about it. The patient has difficulty concentrating and focus at home.  His agitation and aggressiveness behavior also put significant strains on his marriage.  As a matter of fact, the wife asks for divorce because of his aggressive behavior since the head injury.

MOCA examination score is 24/30.  The patient missed all five on delay recall.  The patient missed one on orientation.  He clearly has significant memory difficulties on examination.

It is my opinion that the patient has the same traumatic brain injury.  In the summer of 2017, a metal pole, fell down and hit the top of the head and also in the back of the head, in Louisiana.  The patient had suddenly felt severe head pain, disorientation, and daze feeling.  The patient also had lightheadedness.  The patient also had confusion.  Since then, the patient has significant headaches on an everyday basis.  The patient also has chronic dizziness, tinnitus, difficulty concentrating.  The patient had significant memory loss based on the MOCA examination today.  The patient feels aggressive and agitated.  It is affecting his marriage.  It is also affecting his job.  He cannot remember his task duties.

It is my opinion that the patient sustained a traumatic brain injury.  The chronic headache, dizziness, concentration difficulty, memory loss, are all common signs and symptoms from this traumatic brain injury.
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
