LUNGS: Normal percussion note, vesicular breath sounds. No crackles or wheezes.

ABDOMEN: Soft, no tenderness, no organomegaly, no masses palpable.

EXTREMITIES: No pedal edema, positive peripheral pulses.
A:
Hypertension, osteoarthritis, status post recent left hip ORIF for fracture, and history of diverticulosis.
P:
The patient was seen and examined. Chart, labs, and medications were reviewed. Will continue current management and watch closely. Management discussed with nursing staff. Denies any abdominal pain, nausea or vomiting.  The patient was perceived to have lot of pain by the nursing staff and she has been getting morphine every three hours and I had long discussion along with the examination with hospice team at bedside and shared decision was made to back off of morphine, which is making her skin hypersensitive and then hopefully she will start to improve and start to eat and drink better.  We will continue to monitor her closely.
