DELEON, CONSUELO
Ms. Deleon is a 77-year-old woman with history of advanced pulmonary fibrosis in the past four to six weeks. The patient has lost 7 pounds; poor appetite and severe protein-calorie malnutrition. The patient is now requiring hospice care to be kept comfortable at home because there is no longer an alternative for her as far as treatment plans are concerned. She also suffers from dysphagia, chronic shortness of breath, anxiety, cachexia and hypertension. The patient is taking very little food at this time. The patient’s pulmonary fibrosis is the primary cause of her demise and requiring hospice at home. The patient definitely has less than six months to live and is very much hospice appropriate given the patient’s findings and especially the change in the last two months, four to six weeks, as was noted above.
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
