SANTOS, CONSUELO
Consuelo is a 93-year-old woman with history of neurocognitive disorder and Lewy body dementia. The patient has continued to decline since her diagnosis of Lewy body dementia, she is no longer able to speak, her unsteady gait has now turned into no gait. She has been at a risk of fall, but she is no longer able to ambulate because of severe weakness. She sleeps majority of the day over 8 to 20 hours a day. KPS is at 40%. She requires assistance with all movement, feedings, personal care and ADL. The patient is bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient’s caregiver is Sylvia who takes care of her at home. The patient requires soft diet and, even with soft diet, the patient has issues with aspiration and choking as it is very natural to develop with Lewy body dementia. Initially, she has lost 20 pounds before admission to hospice and has continued to lose weight. She weighs less than 90 pounds now. Given above findings, it is the opinion of this examiner that the patient remains hospice appropriate and most likely has less than six months to live.
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
