SUBJECTIVE: The patient is 67-year-old male. He is admitted at the subacute rehab. He has peripheral vascular disease diagnosed while doing arterial Doppler at the facility. He had significant PVD, vascular team saw the patient. He was scheduled for the angiogram on 10/09/2023. The patient went for angiography and he tolerated the procedure well and during the procedure, the patient also had abdominal angiogram, pelvic angiogram, elective bilateral lower extremity angiogram and he has atherectomy of the right posterior tibial artery and angioplasty of the right posterior tibial artery. The patient was sent here and while at the rehab the patient has left thigh ecchymosis in the left groin area. The patient denies any fall. No trauma. The patient denies any headache, dizziness, cough, or congestion. No fever. No chills.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake. He is alert. Memory is impaired. Breathing is comfortable. No respiratory distress.
Vital Signs: Blood pressure 122/80, pulse 76, temperature 97.8, and respiration 18. Pulse ox 98%. Hemoglobin 9.4. Hematocrit 29.2.
Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Extremities: Lower extremity left thigh groin area ecchymosis left inner thigh also ecchymosis, but there is no cough or tenderness.
Neuro: The patient is awake and alert. His memory is impaired.
ASSESSMENT:

1. Left thigh ecchymosis status post angiography.
2. Peripheral vascular disease.
3. Hypothyroidism.

4. History of Barrett’s esophagus.

5. Hypertension.

6. Cognitive impairment.
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PLAN: I have discussed with the vascular because of ecchymosis. If still not resolving for the last 3 to 4 days. We will hold off aspirin and the patient will follow up vascular. In the meantime, we will monitor his CBC.
