CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of palpitation, right ear pain and followup for hypercholesterolemia.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has notice rapid heartbeats on and off for the past two weeks. The patient had similar episode last year and she has no associated chest pain or dizziness and after three days palpitation gradually improved and she is back to normal last night. The patient was trying to see cardiologist in the next few days.
The patient also complained of right ear pain and it is bothering her for past four to five days. It is associated with mild low-grade fever without any chills and she was not exposed to any serious illnesses or allergies. The patient also stated that two weeks ago she had nasal congestion and it gradually improved.
The patient came today as a followup for hypercholesterolemia and the patient stopped the medication almost two months and it was rechecked a week ago and her LDL cholesterol was normally high; however, her triglyceride was unremarkable. The patient is going to be started on atorvastatin 10 mg once a day.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, exposure to any infections or allergies, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, severe back pain, skin rashes or snoring.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for vitamin D deficiency and she is on vitamin D3 supplement 5000 units once a day.

The patient has history of mild gastritis and she is on famotidine 40 mg once a day along with bland diet.
The patient has a history of neuropathy and she is on gabapentin 400 mg three times a day as needed.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with her husband and currently she is not able to work and she is stay home. The patient has no history of alcohol use or substance abuse and she does exercise on daily basis.
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OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals right ear tenderness and tympanic membranes are intact without any perforation. The oropharyngeal examination is slightly inflamed.
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or edema; however in the right side the patient has chronic leg paresthesia and pain upon exertion or weightbearing.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate slow pace without any assistance.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Unremarkable.
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
