CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of pain in the right hand by the thumb.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has this pain on and off for past several months and now it is progressively getting worse. The patient has mostly stiffness of the first metacarpophalangeal joint and the patient’s pain is worse upon exertion especially carrying any objects. Lately the patient has seen by hand specialist and is scheduled for right hand surgery.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, shortness of breath, chest pain, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
OBJECTIVE:
