CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with chief complaint of left leg pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has left leg pain on and off and it is worse upon exertion. The patient can walk less than a block and started getting pain in the left leg and right leg is unremarkable.
The patient has a history of coronary artery disease and currently he is taking atorvastatin 20 mg once a day for hypercholesterolemia.

OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
