CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for erectile dysfunction.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has erection problem for past two months and he could not penetrate. The patient has a history of coronary artery disease and he is currently taking amlodipine 2.5 mg once a day along with low-salt diet.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or leg swelling or calf swelling or hernia.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness. There is no suprapubic tenderness.
Genital examination is unremarkable without any hernia.
