CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left knee pain and abnormal blood test.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he developed left knee pain and the pain level is 5 or 6 and it is worse upon exertion and relieved after resting. The patient did not fell down. He has a history of knee arthritis.
The patient has a laboratory test done recently it showed high fasting triglycerides and also his testosterone level was low.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or leg swelling or calf swelling.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Slightly obese without any tenderness.

Left knee examination reveals tenderness of the knee joint and range of movement is decreased due to pain. Also there is some stiffness however walking is slightly painful.
