CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of cough and slight wheezing.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that the cough started week ago and after that he started having mild wheezing especially during sleep. The patient had no sleep apnea. The patient denied any cough or sputum production and there was no fever or chills; however, the patient was exposed to upper respiratory infection.
