The patient had elevated PSA and he was notified about the results the patient did not come for followup and at this time the patient does not have any urinary symptoms and no history of prostate enlargement and known family history of prostate cancer.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No pedal edema or calf tenderness. The patient has dry patch rashes on the legs without any open wounds and there is no sign of cellulitis.
I had a long discussion with the patient in presence of his wife that he should have PSA done as soon as possible and need to be seen by urologist.
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
