CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today after hospital discharge.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient had stroke two weeks ago and paramedics took the patient to the nearest hospital. He stayed in the hospital for four days after that he was sent for impatient rehabilitation and he completed that a few days ago. Now the patient is at home. He has left hemiplegia and uses walker and the patient receives physical therapy as an outpatient. The patient is able to swallow and he lost weight because of low-carb and low-fat diet. I had a long discussion with wife, also through interpreting family member. At this time, the patient is recuperating and was given off of the work for six months by physiatrist.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, cough, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary incontinence, severe back pain, or falling down episodes.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and the patient is on lisinopril 2.5 mg once a day.
The patient was recently diagnosed with diabetes and he is on metformin 500 mg twice a day along with low-carb diet.

The patient also has hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 80 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient has mild gastritis and he is on pantoprazole 40 mg once a day along with bland diet.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife. He works as machine operator. He has one child. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any bruits.

HEART: Rapid first and second heart sounds and it improved after resting without any cardiac murmurs.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Slightly obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
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NEUROLOGICAL: Examination reveals weakness of the left upper and lower extremities and the patient uses walker.
Musculoskeletal examination is unremarkable.

I had a long discussion with the patient and his family and all their questions are answered to their satisfaction and they verbalized full understanding.
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
